• Stack neatly 
• 5’H x 5’W x 10’ length piles 
• 10 piles per property 
• Within 5’ of the road, but not in 

a drainage ditch. 

DON’T: 
• NO WILLOWS - too much moisture content - 

clogs chipper 
• NO construction materials/fence posts/

treated wood 
• NO rotten wood, stumps, shrubs, dirt, rocks 

-bad for chipper! 
• NO grass clippings, trash, weeds, bags
